You will find these on the left side of your child’s folder along with anything that I am sending to 
you.  
 Homework: In their folder your child will find a paper bag he/she is to find the objects listed 
and return to school tomorrow.  
 This week we have been getting acquainted with each other, the school, and expectations. We 
are starting the year with colors, shapes, letters and numbers.  Each week’s news letter will keep you 
posted on what we are focusing and working on.  Our news letter will also inform you on up coming 
field trips, class mission projects, classroom celebrations and needs. Tuesday I sent the Kindergarten 
Brochure with the year’s monthly themes, with possible field trips and mission projects. Please 
remember to sign the folder form to let me know that you have reviewed your child’s work and any 
information on the left side of the folder that I have sent home to you. When your child returns the 
form promptly Friday morning he/she will receive a sticker.   
 If you have not yet done so, please send in an extra set of clothes to be kept here at school.  
These clothes need not be uniform, but do need to be school and weather appropriate. We have a 
slide that tends to hold a lot of water after the rain.
